The Jackson Rancheria Band of Miwuk Indians established a formal
government in 1979. In that meeting, Margaret was elected Tribal
Chairperson. In 1984, Margaret began her search for private investors after
reading about the success of a Florida Seminole Tribe’s Bingo Hall.
The Tribe opened their first Bingo Hall one year later, but it was a rocky
start on their path to self-reliance.
